On a Sunday morning there's no better place for a leisurely stroll
than Montana Avenue, a tree lined boulevard that's home to a stretch of more than 150 restaurants and
retailers. From unique home boutiques to high-end cosmetic stores, the area from 7th to 17th Street is a
hotspot for the latest beauty trends, fashion and healthy eateries. Stop in at Primo Passo Coffee before you
stroll past local favorites such as Andrew’s Cheese Shop and Larissa Love Cosmetics.

Evening
